a) About Carbon Neutral

Carbon Neutral is a not for profit company
working with hundreds of organisations to
measure, reduce and offset greenhouse gas
emissions and support revegetation projects.
Started in 2001 by Men of the Trees, Carbon
Neutral services include a Four Step Carbon
Reduction Programme, carbon calculators
and information on climate change, provision
of carbon offsets, carbon sink establishment
and revegetation projects. To date Carbon
Neutral has established over 2 million trees
and shrubs in Australia.

b) Trees for carbon sequestration
Carbon Neutral establishes native trees and
shrubs for carbon sequestration over their
lifetime and to address other environmental
issues. Trees and shrubs are established
consistent with Kyoto criteria and will likely
provide benefits, which will vary from site to
site, such as wind breaks, reducing soil
erosion, helping combat salinity, improving
biodiversity and creating habitat for native
fauna.

c) Trees for revegetation

It is anticipated that the trees and shrubs will
likely provide benefits, which vary from site to
site such as: wind breaks, reducing soil
erosion, helping combat salinity, improving
biodiversity, sequestering carbon, creating
habitat for native fauna and improving the
overall sustainability of regional Australia.
Legal protection will be placed over sites and
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carbon will not be sold from these sites. Up to
40% shrub and understorey species may be
included to restore the natural vegetation{

d) About Carbon Neutral plantings
Carbon Neutral endeavours not to take good
agricultural land out of production and intends
to improve the long term sustainability of the
land. Trees and shrubs established for
carbon sequestration or revegetation will be
protected with a legal agreement registered
on the certificate of title for a period of 70-100
years. Regular monitoring occurs in order to
manage any issues which may affect
survival. A minimum of 10% of plantings are
kept as a buffer or insurance against losses.
Losses may occur as a result of drought, fire,
pests, disease or other unforeseen
circumstance. Carbon Neutral will infill or
replant if significant losses occur during the
first two years.

d) VERs

Verified Emissions Reductions (VERS)
provided by Carbon Neutral are an approved
and verified offset under the Greenhouse
Friendly™ programme. One VER equals one
tonne of CO2e that is already offset. Carbon
Neutral will also establish 2 Trees/Shrubs for
Revegetation for each VER purchased. VERs
are acquitted by Carbon Neutral and serial
numbers are recorded which means that they
cannot be resold or double-counted.
